Walkscore is awebsite and mobile app that focuses on the walkability/bikeability of
listings. You can plug in any address and it produces a description, walk-score and bike-
score for that location. The higher the score, the easier it is to have a walking (or biking)
lifestyle in that area.

Zillow is another site to help you find rentals in your desired area. Select Rent on the
homepage and enter the desired ZIP code. On the next page you can set filters like your
budget, amenities, etc. The map feature is also a helpful way to find listings in a particular
area — we know it’s all about location, location, location!
